2-10-037  Clint White called the meeting to order and established a quorum at 6:53 p.m.

2-10-038  Clint White administered the “Oath of Office” to Raymond Smith as the newly appointed Board member  to replace Wayne Ward until the November Board elections. 

2-10-039  A. The first agenda item was the approval of the January 23, 2010 regular board minutes. B. The second consent agenda item that was approved was the itemized bill list.  Clint White stated that consent agenda is approved as presented.

2-10-040  Nathan Christian moved to accept the gifts and donations from Pam Alexander, Denise Thomas, Kelly Propane, Jim C. Reed and Sullivan Funeral Home. Shawn Agnew seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. 

2-10-041  Shawn Agnew moved to accept the Update 87 to the local school board policies. Johnny White seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

2-10-042  Reports:
 A. Mrs. Cindy Riggins, Principal, reported that there were 179 students enrolled at this time.  B. Mrs. Riggins stated the boys will play a playoff game in basketball on February 26, 2010. She mentioned basketball honors for the girls were: Blythe Wilkinson 1st team, Mariah Parker 2nd team and Emily Voelkel were Honorable Mention. 
C. March calendar was the start of a busy spring for the students and teachers with TAKS testing and sports.

2-10-043  Mrs. Cindy Riggins, Principal, stated there were transfer requests which had been made. At 8:15 p.m, the Board went into executive session according to the Texas Government Code Section 551.074 to discuss possible transfers. The Board returned from executive session at 9:30 p.m. Shawn Agnew moved to accept the transfers as presented. Johnny White seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

2-10-044  Mrs. Cindy Riggins, Principal, presented to the Board, a Board of Trustee Certification Form for EMAT (Educational Materials and Textbook System for 2010-2011) to be signed stating agreement to adopt state-adopted textbooks. The form was signed by Clint White, President and Johnny White, Secretary. Jonathon Voelkel moved to accept the state-adopted textbooks. Johnny White seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. 


2-10-045  Mrs. Cindy Riggins, Principal, stated the SHAC committee (School Health Advising Committee) met and determined that a semester of Health and one and half years of Physical Education would fulfill the requirement for the 2010-2011 school year as required electives for high school. Committee members are: Cindy Riggins, V. Ann Wilson, Tony Turnbow, Darcey Ham, Blake Kinney, Amy White and Jill Robinson. Shawn Agnew moved to accept the SHAC results as presented. Nathan Christian seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

2-10-046  Mrs. Cindy Riggins, Principal, presented a purposed change to the 2010-2011 school year Cheerleader Constitution. The proposal was to have the cheerleaders vote (majority vote) at the beginning of the school year to decide if they would like to cheer at home and/or away Basketball games. Cheerleading for football would remain the same. The added stipulation would be the cheerleading sponsor would be responsible at all times for the cheerleaders who are cheering. This would entail no additional duties. The sponsor would be in the stands supervising at all times. Shawn Agnew moved to accept the Cheerleader Constitution changes as presented. Johnny White seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

2-10-047 Reports:
A. Mrs. V. Ann Wilson, Asst. Superintendent and Curriculum Director, reported the teachers had received samples of the state-adopted textbooks for their classes and were in the process of reviewing them at this time. B. Mrs. Wilson stated that the ELA (English Language Arts) textbook will be adopted by March 11 and presented to Mrs. Riggins as a choice. C. Mrs. Wilson reported that ESC 9 Personnel will be visiting the campus to go over past grants and recently available grants that the school could possibly qualify for in the 2010-2011 school year. There will be updating information on the Highly Qualified Teacher Report, also.  Mrs. Wilson reported there will be 30 high school students competing in UIL Academic events in the Spring Contest. Mrs. Wilson, also, took One Act Play prospects to a play at Midwestern University to encourage the involvement of students in OAP in the future. 

2-10-048 Reports:
A. Clint White, President reported for Mr. Eddie Scheer that the north side of gym is still needing work completed. Weather has delayed the completion of the project to this point. B./C.  Finances are good at the moment, moving ahead as previously discussed in prior meetings.    
 
2-10-049  Jonathon Voelkel moved to approve a Three (3) Year Lease to purchase a new school bus as presented in Proposal 1 with payment due on September 30th  of the 2010-2011 school year. 2-10-51  At 8:15 p.m., the Board went into executive session according to the Texas Government Code Section 551.074 to discuss Cindy Riggin’s principal contract extension and other items which were up for discussion. A. Jonathon Voelkel moved that Cindy Riggins, principal contract will be extended for 2010-2011 school year. Shawn Agnew seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. B. Nathan Christian moved to table additional staffing needs to the March board meeting. Shawn Agnew seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
