Clint White called the meeting to order and established a quorum at 6:33 p.m.

09-11-022 The Board went into executive session according to Texas Government Code Section 551.074 at 6:34 p.m. The Board came out of executive session at 7:30 p.m.

A. It was moved by Shawn Agnew to accept, with regret, the Board resignation letter of Wayne Ward. Jonathon Voelkel seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

B. It was moved by Shawn Agnew to grant the salary for Mary Ann Ward, as agreed, by Ed Donahue for $20,833.00. Jonathon Voelkel seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

C. No action was taken in regards to Terry Dickson.

D. It was moved by Greg Thomas to add Adam Voelkel to the district’s bus driving- substitute list. Clint White seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

09-11-023 Report:

A. Mrs. Cindy Riggins, Principal, reported that enrollment and attendance for the 13 weeks of school has averaged around 96% (188 students). Our enrollment as of November 19, 2009 is 196 students. She distributed a list of the football and volleyball honorees. She distributed a calendar for the month of December. She presented the possible idea of accepting 2 age groups for transfers (Kindergarten and Fourth grade). The decision was made to stay at the number we currently have enrolled at this time. On the Senior Exit Test, there are still 3 students who need to pass various tests for graduation. 

09-11-019 Mrs. Ann Wilson, Asst. Superintendent and Curriculum Director reported on the 
campus district improvement plan for 2009-10. The addition of Kimberli Prewitt, teacher, and Jill Robinson, parent, was made as additions. The additions of two objectives to the district plan were added. Objective 5 states: Students will be prepared to be thoughtful, active citizens, who appreciate the basic values of state and national heritage and who functions in a free enterprise society. Objective 5 states: The counselor will implement programs for college prep, scholarship opportunities, drug awareness, bullying and peer pressure, and teen pregnancy. These will be discussed for inclusion when the Campus/District Committee meets. The final recommendation for the 2009-10 Campus/District Improvement Plan will be presented at the December meeting.

09-11-020 Consent Agenda Items:
        A. The first agenda item was the approval of the minutes of the regular board meeting of October 20, 2009. 
        B.The second agenda item that was approved was the itemized bill list. Clint White asked for corrections or additions, and there not being any, all were approved by general consent.

09-11-021 It was moved by Jonathon Voelkel to accept the proposal from Freeman Construction to control the flooding of the north side of the gym at the proposed fee of $14,646.25. The work is to begin as soon as possible, before the rains come. Clint White seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

09-11-024 It was moved by Shawn Agnew to approve the canvassing of the TRE Election from the November 3, 2009 Election. Results were: Precinct 1: 21 For: 26 Against   
Precinct 19: 37 For: 12 Against. Totals were 58 For 38 Against.  Jonathon Voelkel seconded the
motion and it carried unanimously.

09-11-025 It was moved by Jonathon Voelkel to send out a letter to each student’s parent
 with outstanding lunch charges of $50.00 or more. If there is no response, then follow-up with a call to each parent of those students who have not fulfilled their obligation. Shawn Agnew seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

09-11-026  Shawn Agnew moved to take from the table the bill from Kibler Construction and pay the bill in full. The amount was $6000.00. Clint White seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

09-11-27  Greg Thomas moved to accept Budget Amendment #2 (Fund 699-Construction) for the final billing from Bill Slavik, Texhoma Builders and Kibler Construction and to make the salary adjustment to Mary Ann Ward’s annual salary. Clint White seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


09-11-023 Reports:

B.Mr. Eddie Scheer, Interim Superintendent, reported:
1). In regards to the Disposition of Texas Commission of Environmental Quality violation letter, Robert Skinner, Technology and Grounds Supervisor,  removed the filter on the water system and there was no further action necessary.
2.) Fall Festival was successful for all classes that participated and Mr. Scheer reported the funds earned by each class/organization.
3.) Follow-up on Wilbarger County Appraisal Standards Review 
4.) The impact on taxes from the TRE election was explained to the faculty and staff through a faculty and staff memorandum from Mr. Eddie Scheer, Interim Superintendent, and a copy was included in the packets sent to the Northside School Board members.
5.)Nextera Energy-Mr. Eddie Scheer, Interim Superintendent, will be sending a letter to Matt Gomes, to request assistance in bringing in the wind turbines to benefit the school. Nextera Energy may be sending a donation of $5000.00 to be spent possibly towards the flooding project or covers for the playground equipment with sliding surfaces.
6.) Final Accountability Summary for 2008-09 school year was Academically Acceptable.
7.) Eddie Scheer reviewed the district’s financial status.

09-11-028 Jonathon Voelkel moved to accept Update 86 to Northside ISD’s Board Policies. Shawn Agnew seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
